Qualifications:

Must be a full-time, degree-seeking student in a UNI School of Music graduate program
(M.M. Performance or M.A. Music preferred).

Must be enrolled in 9 qualifying graduate credit hours.

Maintain a UNI cumulative graduate GPA of at least 3.00. A newly admitted graduate student
must have at least a 2.75 GPA for undergraduate or previous graduate work of at least 8 graded
credit hours.

B.A. or B.M. degree in music required.

Evidence of excellent performance skills required.

Teaching experience in applied music, ensemble, or classroom setting preferred.
